Tri-Pod Setup with Winch
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	Place 3 Struts (AB-522-L), Tri-Pod Head (AB-518), 3 Tri-Pod Base-Plates (AB-513), 3 Base-Plate Pins (AB-531) and 3 Strut Pins (AB-515) on the ground. Extend the inner most Strut tube out seven holes.
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	Insert strut end into Tri-Pod head (AB-518), and double pin. Repeat this step two more times.
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	Stand Tri-Pod up and install Tri-Pod Base-Plate (AB-513). Place the point of the Base-Plate to the center of the Tri-Pod setup. Pin using the T-Handle base pin (AB-531).
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	Fully extend all three struts out to the orange mark and pin both sections of all three struts. Center up Tri-Pod setup making sure all struts are even.
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	Attach Base-Plate safety chain (AB-520) around the base of the Tri-Pod setup using the chain slot on the Base-Plate. Setup is now ready to use.
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	When using a winch, pin the winch bracket to the bottom hole on the top of the outer strut tube with Base-Plate pin (AB-531). Place the second pin thru the bracket and around the strut tube. Put the bracket to the inside of the Tri-Pod setup. Install winch on bracket.
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	Run cable thru pulley. Place shackle thru eye bolt. Pin shackle to pulley.
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	Place eyebolt with pulley thru center hole of Tri-Pod head. Tighten eyebolt down with Nylock nut. You are ready to use.

Maximum load tested 1400 lbs; working load 700 lbs with struts fully extended and evenly spaced.
